America CEO, Joel Berg and his team to discuss the issue of food msecurlty plaguing The Bronx.

According to Hunger Free America, the Bronx W 3B e l"”
remains New York City’s hungriest borough in ‘ '
every category, with one in every four people
(25.9 percent) experiencing food insecurity.
Nearly 29 percent of children and 22 percent of
seniors in the Bronx are food insecure. Nearly
half (48.8 percent) of the Emergency Food
Providers surveyed in the Bronx indicated they

could not meet demand, and 65.9 percent
indicated they were seeing more clients at their
kitchens and/or pantries.

The Hunger Free NYC team works with low- =
income and food insecure communities to

provide eligible individuals access to the
resources offered by the city through their partnership with the New York City Human Resources
Administration (HRA) and the SNAP (Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program).

“It is unfortunate that in our time of wealth and prosperity food insecurity is an issue that

affects so many in our communities. That is why | remain committed to finding solutions to
alleviate this pressing problem” said Assemblywoman Joyner (D-Bronx, 77th AD).
