Rural Business-Cooperative Service

The Rural Energy for America program will 
provide funds to agricultural producers and 
rural small businesses to conduct feasibility 
studies for renewable energy systems. 
The Rural Energy for America Program 
is designed to help agricultural producers 
and rural small businesses reduce energy 
costs and consumption and help meet the 
nation’s critical energy needs. The grants 
are awarded on a competitive basis and 
can be up to 25 percent of total eligible 
project costs. Applicants seeking a grant 
will have to submit applications that include 
specific information about the applicant 
and the proposed feasibility study (e.g., 
the renewable energy project for which the 
study will be conducted; matching funds), 
and the experience of the entity that will be 
conducting the feasibility study. 

ELIGIBILITY: Agricultural producers 
and rural small businesses, all agricultural 
producers, including farmers and ranchers, 
who gain 50 percent or more of their gross 
income from the agricultural operations and 
small businesses that are located in a rural 
area. 

FUNDING: Individual grants are limited to 
$50,000.

DEADLINE: July 31, 2009.
