STANDING COMMITTEES

When a bill is introduced, it is assigned to one of over 
30 standing committees. Committees meet regularly 
throughout the year to analyze the merits of legislation, 
hold hearings for public input and vote on whether a 
particular bill should be advanced for a vote on the 
Assembly floor.
