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Tax exemptions
¢ Property

Municipalities have the option to grant property
tax exemptions for many eligible veterans.
Examples include those who served during
wartime, have received the Armed Forces, Navy,
Marine Corps or Global War on Terrorism
Expeditionary Medal, served in a combat zone,
and are disabled. Additional exemptions may be
provided by local school districts. Check with the
Nassau County Assessors Office to determine the
maximum exemption limits in your community.

¢ Income

Military pay received for active service as a
member of the United States Armed Services in
an area designated as a combat zone is exempt
from New York State, New York City, and

¢ Federal benefits

o State benefits

An annuity is available to blind wartime veterans
and qualified unremarried, surviving spouses
plus a percentage increase for compensation

and pension benefits administered by the U.S.
Department of Veterans Affairs in the previous
year. Visit www.veterans.ny.gov/content/new-
york-state-blind-annuity-program.

Disability benefits

 Compensation

Veterans may apply for compensation for a
service-connected disability at any time. Visit
www.benefits.va.gov/compensation.

* Non-service connected
disability pension
A monthly pension may be available for eligible
wartime veterans with disabilities who are no
longer able to work. One must be permanently
and totally disabled or have reached the age of
65. Visit www.benefits.va.gov/pension.

Licenses and permits

Veterans with a 40 percent or greater disability
rating are eligible for low-cost hunting and
fishing licenses and free use of state parks,
historic sites, and recreational sites with a park
pass. Visit store.usgs.gov/fag#US-Military or call
866-472-4332 to get one.

* Hearing aids
Eligible veterans can receive hearing aids,
repairs, and batteries free of charge. Visit www.
prosthetics.va.gov/psas/ hearing_aids.asp.

» Clothing allowance

Veterans may receive a clothing allowance

to replace clothes damaged by a medicine or
prosthetic or orthopedic device related to one’s
service-connected disability.

Home accessibility grants

¢ Federal benefits

Veterans who are totally and permanently
disabled may be eligible for grants to adapt their
home to meet their wheelchair needs. Visit www.
benefits.va.gov/homeloans/adaptedhousing.asp.

o State benefits

Seriously disabled veterans who have received
federal funds for houses with special fixtures can
be exempt from property taxes. Non-remarried
surviving spouses may transfer the exemption to
any new residence. Visit www.veterans.ny.gov/
content/property-tax-exemptions-veterans.

Nursing home care

Three state-run homes are in operation in our area
for eligible veterans and their dependents: a 250-bed
facility in St. Albans, Queens, a 252-bed facility

in Montrose, Westchester County, and the 250 bed
Long Island State Veterans Home on the campus

of the State University at Stony Brook. Health-
related care and nursing services are available at all
facilities. Admission preference is based on severity
of illness or disability.

Aid & Attendance and
Housebound benefit

Veterans and survivors requiring the aid and attendance
of another person, or are house-bound, may be eligible
for additional monetary payment. Go to www.benefits.
va.gov/pension/aid_attendance_housebound.asp.

Burial

¢ Federal benefits

Qualifying veterans may be eligible for financial
assistance for burial and plot expenses, burial in
national cemeteries for themselves and certain
family members, and an American flag to drape
the casket and be given to the next of kin. Call
800-827-1000.

o State benefits

Burial expenses and the cost of headstones for
indigent state veterans and certain family members
are authorized by the county of the veteran’s
residence. In addition, a supplemental burial
allowance of up to $6,000 is authorized for certain
military personnel killed in combat or while on
active duty in hostile or imminent danger zones on
or after Sept. 29, 2003. Call 888-838-7697.

Survivors’ benefits
(federal)

Dependency and Indemnity
Compensation (DIC)

Payments may be available to eligible spouses
and certain dependents of veterans who died
of service-related injuries or disease. Visit
WWW.Va.gov/survivors.

Surviving spouse pension

Certain surviving spouses and single children
of deceased wartime veterans may be eligible
for a non-service related pension based on
need. Minor children may be eligible even if
the surviving spouse remarries.

Insurance

Designated beneficiaries of deceased persons
covered by all forms of government insurance may
submit their claims to the nearest counseling center
of the state’s Division of Veterans’ Services. Visit
www.benefits.va.gov/insurance/sgli.asp to convert
a Servicemembers’ Group Life Insurance (SGLI)
policy after discharge.

Assemblymember Lavine’s
Legislative Accomplishments
for Veterans

As a staunch advocate of veterans’ affairs,
Assemblymember Lavine was instrumental in the
following bills being signed into law:

¢ $5 million for the Joseph P. Dwyer Peer
Support Project to help veterans impacted by
PTSD, traumatic brain injury or other
health issues.
$1 million for services and expenses to suicide
prevention efforts for veterans among others.

$5 million for permanent, emergency, and
transitional housing for veterans in accordance
with Article 2A of the Social Services Law.

$6,380,000 for the Blind Veteran Annuity
Assistance Program.

Funds to extend the Hire-a-Vet tax credit for
employers and expanded tuition assistance to
disabled veterans and all Gold Star families.

$50 million to fund the Nourish New York
Program that helped to provide more than
300,000 healthy meals to veterans and military

families in New York facing food insecurity during
the pandemic.

$500,000 for the Veterans Defense Program (VDP)
including an additional $220,000 for an expansion
to Long Island.

$950,000 for the Legal Services Assistance Fund
(LSAF) which helps provide criminal or civil legal
services for veterans.

Assemblymember Lavine has always been a
supporter of veterans and helped get several key
bills passed which were then signed into law:

e A.5719-A - establishes Veterans Treatment
Courts. This alternative to traditional criminal
courts makes it possible for more veterans in
our court system to receive the specially-tailored
attention and support services they need in
adjusting to life after the military.

A.1920 - establishes state veterans’ cemeteries.
Sampson Veterans Memorial Cemetery, which is
situated on 162 acres along the eastern shore of
Seneca Lake in the Finger Lakes region, is now
the first state veterans’ cemetery. It is located on
what was formerly the Sampson Naval Training
Station and Sampson Air Force Base, where

hundreds of thousands of service members
were trained during World War Il and the
Korean War.

e A.2203 - adds post-traumatic stress disorder
(PTSD) and traumatic brain injury (TBI) to the
list of informational portals required on the
Division of Veterans’ Services website.

e A.2014 - allows veterans to receive mental
health diagnoses from outside the VA in order
to qualify for state benefits. This law ensures
that federal policy will not prevent these
veterans from receiving NYS benefits and
services.

e A.8094 - facilitates access to parks for
veterans. This law requires the Division
of Veterans Services (DVS) to consult
with the Office of Parks, Recreation and
Historic Preservation, the Department of
Environmental Conservation, the Department
of Health, and the Office of Mental Health to
review issues relating to veterans’ abilities
to access state parks, lands, and facilities in
order to eliminate barriers to the restorative
properties of nature.
