We continued honoring local restaurants and
vendors, and we joined local community organizations to celebrate and uplift the diversity of our district.

Back in Albany, my colleagues and | closed out the extra-long legislative session by passing several of my bills,
including one that addresses gun violence as a public health issue and makes greater investments in community
violence interruption programs.

My bill to
provide free school breakfast and lunch to a majority of students across the state was included in the budget, as
well as funding to reimburse people who've had their public benefits stolen by scammers. With our reproductive
rights under continued attack, | stood firm in my fight for my Reproductive Freedom and Equity Act so that New
York can become a true abortion access state.
