As a mom, | joined other mothers
in the legislature to relentlessly advocate for our public schools and ensure robust funding for education, universal school meals, and
affordable child care. As part of the #MomSquad, | wrote a letter, signed by 18 legislators who are mothers, in support of our schools that
garnered bipartisan support, and rallied alongside parents and advocates to tax the wealthiest New Yorkers in order to fund the programs
and services that lift families and communities out of poverty. In a state as abundant as ours, we do not need to choose the billionaire
class over our children.

Back in the district, | visited each of my schools, learning about the challenges that the school communities face, and listening to the
solutions proposed by the student body and administration. We also hosted Mobile Office Hours at the newly-renovated Steinway Library
in Astoria and at the Southridge NORC in Jackson Heights, where | got to hear from constituents and provide services onsite. Our paper
shredding events continue to be popular and we host ongoing housing rights clinics and immigration clinics.
