 Protecting Survivors of Stalking and Harassment (A.3226)

The CREEP Behavior Act closes a critical gap in New York law by giving
survivors of stalking and harassment a direct path to protection
through civil court—without having to wait for an arrest or fit
into systems that often leave them behind. This legislation would
empower New Yorkers to act quickly to protect their safety, expand
access to orders of protection regardless of their relationship to the
perpetrator, and ensure that victims of modern forms of abuse can
get the support they need, when they need it.
