The New York State Budget has passed!

I’m proud to share that the New York State Budget for this year has officially
passed — and it includes several key victories for our community. From
historic investments in affordable housing and public education to expanded
funding for mental health services and public safety, this budget reflects our
shared priorities and our ongoing fight for equity, opportunity, and justice for
all New Yorkers.

Thanks to your continued advocacy and engagement, we secured funding for
essential youth programs, stronger tenant protections, and major
infrastructure improvements that will benefit Northern Manhattan and
beyond. These wins didn’t happen overnight — they’re the result of tireless
organizing, listening to your voices, and working collaboratively to deliver
meaningful results.

In this month’s newsletter, you’ll find highlights from April and May, a
breakdown of what’s included in the state budget, updates from around the
district, and ways to get involved in upcoming community events.

$37.6 billion for public schools—$1.7 billion more than last year.

New Bill Introduced
Mitchell-Lama Affordability
and Protection Act
A. 08588

Allows Mitchell-Lama buildings funded

by the NYS Housing Finance Agency to
access larger loans for energy-efficient
upgrades while protecting tenants from
steep rent increases. In return, property
owners must commit to keeping the housing
affordable for at least 30 more years and
are limited in the profits they can make from
the improvements. The bill aims to
modernize housing, promote sustainability,
and preserve long-term affordability.
