I am proud to introduce a Virtual Communications Crime Accountability legislative
package in the Assembly. Modern technology and online platforms like ZOOM have made
it easier for all of us to stay in touch during this national crisis. As these platforms are
becoming commonplace in households, we must ensure that the users are protected from
so-called "ZOOM-bombing" by people with offensive and malicious intent. I look forward
to garnering support for these important measures.

Our office joined George Collins, Director of the Monday Night Dinner program at the All
Souls Church for their grab and go meals. We contributed New York State hand sanitizer
and PPE to their efforts, and volunteered to distribute meals, hand sanitizer and masks.

This week, we hosted another face-covering distribution event. Over 300 face coverings
and hand sanitizer were given to the community. This weeks Virtual Town Hall Tuesday
was with the New York State Department of Financial Services, New York City Transit,
and the IRS Office of the Taxpayer Advocate. On Tuesday, July 14, the Virtual Town Hall
will be a Roosevelt Island community forum with Shelton Haynes, Acting President and
CEO of the Roosevelt Island Operating Corporation (RIOC).

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Seawright Introduces Virtual Communications Crimes
Accountability Package

Bills to Combat ZOOM-bombing, Prevent COVID19 Scams, and
Protect All Personal Identifying Information

Assembly Member Rebecca Seawright has introduced a bill that would combat disruptions
of online public meetings over streaming internet meeting services such as ZOOM and
other platforms widely used. In the wake of the COVID19 pandemic, the need to
communicate imposed a greater need to connect over virtual platforms such as ZOOM in
order to work, attend classes, receive healthcare by tele-health, attend social gatherings,
and meetings. “Modern technology and online platforms like ZOOM have made it easier
for all of us to stay in touch during this national crisis. As these platforms are becoming
commonplace in households, we must ensure that the users are protected from so-called
"ZOOM-bombing" by people with offensive and malicious intent," said Assembly Member
Rebecca Seawright. The proposed amendment to the state penal law would criminalize
any disruption of an online public meeting "when, with intent to cause public
inconvenience, annoyance or alarm, without lawful authority, and acting through
a computer service "the person disturbs any lawful assembly or meeting of persons open
conducted through a computer service and opened to the public. Such an offense would
become a Class B misdemeanor.

Assembly Member Seawright is also introducing Assembly bill A10725, joining Brad
Hoylman, the Senate sponsor, in an expanded effort to fight online and telephone
scams. This legislation is necessary to address those who are engaged in widespread
efforts to defraud the public. The bill provides for appropriate penalties for large-scale
fraudulent activity. “As we are suffering the fallout of the pandemic, New Yorkers are
seeking relief with the unemployment system, medical and social services that they may
have never sought out before. Individuals are taking advantage of vulnerable people at
this time with the enticement of relief. We have heard of people peddling COVID19
treatment and cures as a way lo scam people. It is unacceplable and needs to be
penalized fo the fullest extent of the law," Seawright continued. Charging a person who is
engaged in a scheme to defraud large groups of people out of relatively small amounts of
money currently leads to multiple petit larceny counts, which is a class A misdemeanor.
This legislation would provide more severe penalties to reflect the total dollars in the
aggregate caused by a scheme to defraud.

Another area in which our laws lag is the protection of personal identifying information.
The measure provides additional protection to protect personal identifying information,




computer data, or a computer program. In an age when private information is increasingly

stored online, and goods and services are often purchased online with credit cards,

safeguarding personal identifying information is essential. “There are so many portals and
online platforms to be used in our modern sociely. Every exchange of personal identifying
information, no maftter how small, needs fo be safeguarded. We have fo be one step
ahead of the cyber criminal looking for personal identifying information,” Seawright
explained. Personal identifying information includes the traditional date of birth, driver's

license number, social security number. It will now expand to protect computer system

passwords, electronic signatures, fingerprints, voice prints, and retinal imaging. Charges

would be expanded and range up to grand larceny in the first degree.

Seawright Statement on SCOTUS Ruling to Allow Employers
to Deny Contraceptive Coverage to Women
