From October 1 through May 31, residential property owners are legally required to
provide sufficient heat to keep indoor temperatures at 68 degrees or higher when the
outside temperature drops below 55 degrees. Overnight, the minimum temperature must
be 62 degrees, regardless of outdoor conditions. Property owners must also ensure hot
water is consistently at 120 degrees year-round. Tenants without sufficient heat should
make a report to 311 and follow up with our office to ensure there is a proper inspection
and follow up action to resolve the complaint.
