	 Expand who is eligible for a non-ambulatory hunter permit to cover more 		
	 handicapped individuals (A.4281);
	 Promote instruction on hunting, fishing, and outdoor education in physical 		
	 education classes in high schools (A.6091);
	 Allow for the sale of two-day, non-resident hunting licenses by enacting the 		
	 Come Home to Hunt Act (A.4369); and
	 Eliminate sporting license fees for honorably discharged and disabled veterans 		
	 (A.4893).
